Here are four folders (one for each reface) containing 16 .MID files each. Each .MID file is one measure in length and makes the following settings appropriate for when sequencing from an external device:

Turns OMNI MODE OFF (default is OMNI ON)
Sets a single MIDI Receive Channel 1-16 (default is ALL)
Turns Auto Power Off = Off (default is ON)
Turns the Speaker Output = Off (default is ON)
Sets the MIDI Control = On (default is OFF)
Sends a Bulk Request 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Place this data in your sequence at Measure 001 and then by using OVERDUB RECORD you can ensure the start condition of your particular reface... Upon receiving the Bulk Request the reface will dump its settings, and you can begin music recording at the top of the next measure (002) - do not attempt to send and receive bulk data during music playback, it can and will adversely affect timing. Bulk Request should always be done prior to the beginning of music playback.

The reface defaults to OMNI MODE ON, which is only a problem when you require the reface to play on a single MIDI channel (instead of trying to respond to ALL MIDI channels). In typical use with a computer, the reface can be addressed via USB-MIDI where it would enjoy its own discreet MIDI Port, but if you attempt to use the reface to replace a PART using the Motif XF or MOXF sequencer, for example, (meaning you will be communicating via standard 5-pin MIDI cables) the reface will attempt to play all PARTS. 

· OMNI MODE OFF is a “Channel Mode Message” (cc124)
· When the OMNI MODE is set to OFF the reface is automatically set to Receive on MIDI Channel 1, if you require a different MIDI channel you can either use the Motif XF/MOXF’s EXCHANGE TRACK Job to swap the data to Track 1 or you can use the appropriate short MIDI file to change the channel number – each file is named with the Channel number.
· The file will also set “Auto Power Off”, “Speaker Output” and “MIDI Control” to settings appropriate for using the reface as a tone generator with an external sequencer. (“MIDI CONTROL” by the way, refers to whether or not the front panel OUTPUTs Control Change (cc) messages via MIDI).
· The Bulk Request allows the current front panel settings to be documented – the reface will send a small package of system exclusive messages that will faithfully allow the reface to begin at a known condition each time you playback the file.

Again, the OMNI MODE ON setting is only an issue when using the reface via 5-pin MIDI connection. When connected to a computer via USB-MIDI, you will be using the Yamaha USB-MIDI driver and the reface has a discreet Port… channel is not an issue.
